Imperial County Reaches Key Milestone with
100,000 COVID-19 Vaccine Doses Administered

IMPERIAL COUNTY, CA — County officials announced today that more than 100,000 doses
of COVID-19 vaccine have been administered to eligible Imperial County residents, a
milestone that also means over 50 percent of eligible residents have received at least one
dose and one in five eligible are now fully vaccinated. Receiving a COVID-19 vaccine is
free and considered a safe way to build protection against the disease. Although this
milestone is a step in the right direction, a lot more work is needed. The eligibility for the
COVID-19 vaccine has expanded, individuals who have not yet received their vaccine are
highly encouraged to do so.

Dr. Stephen Munday, Health Officer, stated “Although we are happy to see that we have
reached an important milestone in our local vaccination efforts, it is important to
remember that we still have work to do. Those individuals that have not received their
vaccine and are eligible, as well as those who need their second dose, should complete
the vaccination process as soon as they are able.”

Vaccines have been provided collectively and locally through an extensive network of
clinics managed by local providers including federally qualified health centers, community
clinics, pharmacies, dialysis centers, hospitals, and primary care providers. The Imperial
County Public Health Department continues to work with local groups and providers on
getting doses to the members of the community who have been most disproportionately
impacted by COVID-19.

“This collective effort shows the collaboration between our Public Health Department and
many community partners in providing the vaccine to our residents,” added Chairman of
the Imperial County Board of Supervisors, Michael E. Kelley, “Although this is not the time
to let our guard down, | am hopeful that the number of vaccines administered to our
residents will show how safe they are and encourage more to get vaccinated.”

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El Condado de Imperial alcanza las 100,000 dosis de vacunas
COVID-19 administradas

CONDADO DE IMPERIAL, CA - Los funcionarios del condado anunciaron hoy que se
han administrado mas de 100,000 dosis de la vacuna COVID-19 a los residentes
elegibles del Condado de Imperial, un acontecimiento que también significa que mas
del 50 por ciento de los residentes elegibles han recibido al menos una dosis y uno de
cada cinco elegibles ahora estan completamente vacunados. Recibir la vacuna COVID-
19 es gratis y se considera una forma segura de generar proteccion contra la
enfermedad. Aunque este es un paso en la direccion correcta, todavia hay mucho
trabajo por delante. La elegibilidad para la vacuna COVID-19 se ha ampliado, se
recomienda encarecidamente a las personas que aun no han recibido la vacuna que se
vacunen.

El Dr. Stephen Munday, Oficial de Salud, declaré, “Aunque nos alegra ver que hemos
alcanzado un paso importante en nuestros esfuerzos locales de vacunacion, es
importante recordar que todavia tenemos trabajo por hacer. Las personas que no hayan
recibido su vacuna y sean elegibles, asi como aquellos que necesiten su segunda dosis,
deben completar el proceso de vacunacion tan pronto como puedan.”

Las vacunas se han proporcionado de forma colectiva y local a través de una extensa
red de clinicas administradas por proveedores locales que incluyen centros de salud
calificados a nivel federal, clinicas comunitarias, farmacias, centros de dialisis, hospitales
y proveedores de atencion primaria. El Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de
Imperial contintia trabajando con grupos y proveedores locales para hacer llegar las dosis
a los miembros de la comunidad que han sido afectados de manera mas
desproporcionada por COVID-19.

"Este esfuerzo colectivo muestra la colaboracion entre nuestro Departamento de Salud

Publica y muchos socios de la comunidad para proporcionar la vacuna a nuestros
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residentes," agrego el presidente de la Junta de Supervisores del Condado de Imperial,
Michael E. Kelley, "aunque este no es el momento de bajar la guardia, tengo la esperanza
de que la cantidad de vacunas administradas a nuestros residentes demostrara que las
vacunas son seguras y animara a mas a vacunarse.”
